When her youngest son was
killed serving in Irag on July 24,
2003, Cathy Heighter’s world
was turned upside down. His
death also set her on a new
course she would never have
imagined possible.

She quickly became one of
the nation’s most active and
most effective advocates for
veterans — including meeting
twice with President George
W. Bush to lobby for changes

to what she said she couldn’t
believe were the “shockingly
low” death benefit the families
of military members killed on
active duty received.
Ultimately, Heighter saw the
passage by Congress and the
signing of the bill by Bush of the
federal Raheen Tyson Heighter
Life Insurance for America’s
Troops Act in 2005 that man-
dated significant raises in the
dollar amounts families are

paid when a military member
is killed on active duty.

Today, her efforts are fo-
cused on helping veterans in
Palm Coast and Flagler/Volusia
counties get connected with
resources and support in her
role as co-founder and execu-
tive director of the Palm Coast
based Remembering Vets.

On Saturday, September 24,
the community is invited to
a full day of honoring and re-
membering heroes of all types
at a Remembering Vets spon-
sored event at the Palm Coast
Town Center at 800 Belle Terre
Parkway (see page 9).

“We are going to be honor-
ing veterans and first respond-
ers and Gold Star families (fam-
ilies who have a member that
died on active duty),” Heighter
said. But this year, the annual
event is expanding.

“We are also honoring local
community heroes that stepped
up to the plate and above and
beyond and way out of their
way during this COVID-19 pan-
demic. From food service in-
dustry workers and health care
workers, we want to honor

them and make sure they know
how valued they are.”

Yes, her efforts were initial-
ly inspired by the shocking
death of her son. He remains
a key motivating factor. But for
Heighter, her work support-
ing veterans and their families
goes well beyond merely a per-
sonal quest.

“This has given my son’s life
and death more meaning,”

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Now, she’s with the Flagler
County Sheriff’'s Office and
couldn’t be happier. MD Rain-
ey said, “I picked up my whole
life to do something | dreamed
about as a kid. I’'m doing what
I love, and | enjoy doing what
I love.”

She told the story of a rou-
tine traffic stop that turned
violent and led to the arrest
of a wanted criminal on the
run from Georgia law enforce-
ment. Other officers said that
she handled the situation
calmly and effectively. She said
that she “couldn’t have done it
without them.”

She also told the story
about a teenage girl that the
Crisis Negotiation Team saved
from jumping off the overpass
of Interstate 95. The team
worked to literally talk his girl
off the ledge and bring her
down safely. Unfortunately,
the troubled girl didn’t want
salvation in the moment, but
Rainey said the team worked
together seamlessly to protect

the girl. She said, “It was like
the whole team knew the plan
already, and none of us had
spoken a word!”

After saving the girl the first
time, the Crisis Negotiation
Team had to save her nearly
two months later. Because of
her actions, a family in Georgia
received justice for their loved
one, and a girl was saved twice
from suicide. MD Crista Rain-
ey is the example of a true law
enforcement officer and pub-
lic servant.

MD Rainey tells herself dai-
ly, “I am a cop in this beautiful
state. This is my dream, and
I am happy.” She attributes
everything she now has in
life because of the choice to
move to Florida and follow her
dreams. MD Rainey finished
the interview with these in-
spiring words for others: Don’t
limit yourself. Do what you
want to do with your life. Nev-
er be afraid to bet on yourself
and follow your passion.

Q: Do I need to enroll with
Medicare if | have a Group
Health Plan?

A: If you have medical in-
surance coverage under a
group health plan based on
you or your spouse’s current
employment, you may not
need to apply for Medicare
Part B or Part D at age 65.
You may qualify for a “Special
Enrollment Period” (SEP) that
will let you sign up for Part B
and Part D during:

Any month you remain cov-
ered under the group health
plan and you, or your spouse’s
employment continues, and/
or the 8-month period that
begins with the month after
your group health plan cov-
erage or the employment it
is based on ends, whichever
comes first.

However, if based on your
or your spouse’s group health

a Medicare Part B or Part D
penalty should you decide or
need to enroll with Medicare
Part B and Part D in the fu-
ture. Keep in mind that once
you end your group health
plan, you may not be able to
get it back. There are many
options to consider.

Q: Is there a cost for origi-

nal Medicare?

A: Yes, the cost of your
Medicare Part A (hospital in-
surance) and Part B (medical
insurance) depend on your
income and the length of
time you were employed.

Q: As a broker, what do
you charge and how are you
paid?

A: As an independent bro-
ker, we never charge the cli-
ent a fee. The insurance car-
rier pays us directly, if and/
or when you decide to enroll
with a secondary plan to ac-
company your original Medi-
care.

Q: When should | enroll
with original Medicare?

A: If you're eligible at age
65, your Initial Enrollment Pe-
riod (IEP) begins three months
before your 65th birthday,
includes the month you
turn age 65, and ends three

months after that birthday. If
you don’t enroll in Medicare
Part B during your initial en-
rollment period, you have
another chance each year to
sign up during the General
Enrollment Period (GEP) from
January 1 through March 31,
however, there are other vari-
ables pertaining to delaying
Medicare enrollment timing
which may incur penalties
when you do decide to enroll.

Even after taking advan-
tage of cost cutting and cau-
tious scheduling, calculating
the expense of a performance
includes more than just the
artist’s asking price. Amelia
and the agent negotiate that
amount, but the contract riders

must be scrutinized closely for
other requests. “The need for
specialized equipment could
add $10,000 in costs,” Amelia
explains. “Jack must be sure
the act and equipment can fit
on the Auditorium stage, but
also determine at what cost.”

Jack Neiberlein comments with
a laugh, “Don’t fall for the pop-
ular belief that contract riders
are just about the requested
color of the artists’ M&Ms!”
Assisted by Cole Sever, Jack an-
alyzes every detail from staging
requirements to specific light-
ing, sound, and power needs.

often associated with “back-
line demands” that occur when
instruments are requested. If
they can’t be fulfilled from the
very good selection on hand,
Jack turns to Orlando Backline
for estimates on instrumental
rental and delivery and some-
times picks items up himself to

save money.

Jack points out that
there are also abun-
dant cost savings
thanks to the talents
and labor of FPCHS
Guild members. Stu-
dents assist in all ar-
eas: sound, lights,
stage creation, cos-
tuming, and “roadie”
equipment set-up/
break-down duties. His
seasoned, well-trained
Guild students always
win the appreciation
of the oft-surprised
tour crews.

With the contract
riders’ challenges not-
ed and adaptive costs added,
Amelia finishes a pro forma
spreadsheet for her advisory
board, projecting potentials for
loss or profit. Priscilla describes
the Selection Committee situ-
ation, “The most challenging
part is being able to provide
entertainment that the public
will like and that the auditori-
um can afford.”

With both budgeting and
“entertaining the public” in
mind, future audiences are key.
Amelia notes that our area is
experiencing a dynamic change
as audiences that have always
enjoyed 50s and early 60s
music are beginning to shift
more toward late 60s and 70s
groups. The task is to figure out

how to reach these audiences
to help the potential newcom-
ers “discover” the Auditorium.

To that end, a few shows
from the latter eras are now
being included. Amelia and the
Selection Committee hope that
the calculated risk of schedul-
ing “outside the box” will pay
off as happened with (Eagles
Tribute Band) “Hotel Califor-
nia.” The group developed a
great following here and have
transformed fans into recurring
attendees.

Any risk in that approach is
hopefully minimized by the in-
credible level of skill and musi-
cal talent of today’s profession-
al tribute bands. This season
that includes “Hotel Califor-

nia”, “Rumours” performing

September 2022
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Fleetwood Mac, plus the Doo-
bie Brothers Tribute “What a
Fool Believes,” and of course,
the exceedingly popular “One
Night of Queen.”

Amelia laments that misun-
derstanding these groups can
result in lukewarm sales, until
ticket-buyers actually attend
a pro show. “People assume

tribute acts are just imperson-
ators. But these are artists,
some with music degrees,
who have spent their lives in
this full-time job of training,
rehearsing, studying and salut-
ing the legends.” Amelia adds,
“Most of the time, tributes tell
the artist’s story with accompa-
nying video, while singing you
through their lives.”

The Cher Tribute is a
multi-media presentation. And
like Cher, Lisa McClowry ar-
rives with a rack of Bob Mackie

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(copied) costumes, and a full
band. Also returning this year
is “Always...Patsy Cline.” What
differentiates this performance
from those in smaller venues is
the full 8-piece band. Portrayed
by Misty Rowe (Hee Haw, Hap-
py Days) “this Patsy plays a
real steel guitar that creates
that real Grand Ole Opry type

sound,” explains Amy. “It’s ac-
tually a play. But she sings over
20 songs, so you know even
though it is a music tribute, it is
also a life story.”

The return of “Always... Pat-
sy Cline” is just one example of
how the Selection Committee
also strives to satisfy their core
audiences by bringing back pe-
rennial Flagler favorites. And
no one knows more about
these artists and groups than
“Back of the House” Coordina-
tor Elaine Gonsalves. She en-

thusiastically handles the art-
ist’s off-stage needs, provides
or offers tips to lodging, food,
comfort, and downtime activi-
ties. She loves welcoming back
old favorites whose preferenc-
es are already as known to her
as the tunes they perform.

Elaine estimates that over
a third of this season’s shows
are time-honored friends of
the Auditorium, and especial-
ly looks forward to Ted Torres
Martin’s return as Elvis.

“He works out of Vegas and
is one of the best.” Elaine says,
“You close your eyes to listen,
and will swear it is Elvis. He has
been here before and shared
the stage, but this year he will
be by himself. He’s that good.”

Elaine also eagerly anticipates
the Bee Gees Tribute with their
catchy memorable tunes with
the twist of hearing the mu-
sic performed by a different
troupe of pros. This season it
will be the renowned New York
Bee Gees and she can’t wait to
hear the differences.

The Auditorium’s pre-
mier Encore Band is multiple
Award-Winning Bronx Wander-
ers who Elaine says, “got their
start here and always return
home here.” After performing
classic 50’s through 70’s rock
& roll sets, as they depart the
Auditorium to resume their
Las Vegas Residency, there are
always calls of “Bye Elaine. See
you next year.”

The open back porch has
potted  Crossandra  plants
called Orange Marmalade and
a large wooden box planted
with red pentas. In the ground
are red, pink, and white pen-
tas, heather, rosemary, and red
geraniums.

Sitting in the Adirondack
chairs on their pier, one can
enjoy the tranquility and even
take an afternoon nap.

La Piazza Doesn’t Live
Up To It's Reputation

Eating food is an incredibly
subjective  experience. The
same food can taste differently
to different people. Everyone’s
body chemistry is a little differ-
ent which probably accounts
for most of the reason we ex-
perience food differently but,
whatever the reason, it’s never
a cut and dried, black and white
situation.

That’s why writing restaurant
reviews is sometimes a difficult
task. After having written hun-
dreds of them, though, over the
last 40 years or so | have found
that sometimes there’s very lit-
tle you can say about a restau-
rant that is positive. So what do
you do? Normally, | just don’t
write about places unless | can
offer something positive to my
readers. It’s not like readers pick
up a magazine and want to read

about someplace not to go to.
We're looking for some place
good to go to instead.

Occasionally, however, and
it’s happened once so far in the
pages of this magazine, | write
an article that is more negative
than positive. This is also one of
those reviews. | always do a lot
of soul-searching before writ-
ing a less than complimentary
restaurant review because |
want to make sure | get things
right. This isn’t internet. You
can’t take something down
once it’s been printed.

Part of the reason | take this
seriously is the history | have
with restaurants, from working
in them when | was younger to
managing one much later in life
and then owning one for five
years. It's a tough profession
and it requires a lot of work and

dedication which is why most
people in the business have a
great deal of pride in what they
do and the food they put on
their plates. | know | did.

So | respect the effort that
goes into running a restaurant.
However, just showing up for
work is not enough. If you don’t
put great stuff on the plates
then you probably won’t be
around for long. | thought that,
based on the reputation of La
Piazza and the online reviews
| read that | would be in for a
treat.

Unfortunately, the reali8ty
was much different. | ordered
an appetizer and a main course
and had two beers and paid $70.
Now if the food had been really
good | wouldn’t have minded
that much. I wouldn’t have gone
back again really soon because |

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don’t think it represented great
value for money but | wouldn’t
have felt badly about it either.

However. My appetizer was
the beef carpaccio, a favorite
dish of mine when eating Ital-
ian food and one that | always
order if it's on the menu be-
cause it’s usually a bellweather
when it comes to the menu as
a whole. If they get the carpac-
cio right, then usually the rest of
the menu is also done well. The
basic purpose of beef carpaccio
is to highlight the flavor of the
beef, not surprisingly.

The dish was created by Gi-
useppe Cipriani, a chef at Har-
ry’s Bar in Venice, in honor
of the Italian painter, Vittore
Carpaccio. The original reci-
pe, which is still the best in my
opinion, calls for laying very thin
slices of raw beef on a plate that
has a thin layer of olive oil. You
then put a small amount of grat-
ed Parmesan and maybe a little
salt and pepper on top. That’s
it. This way you can really taste
the beef. However, people who

®

don’t understand the dish tend
to pile stuff on top of it like La
Piazza does.

Here they put arugula and
onions on top of the beef which
takes away from the flavor
of the beef. They’ve added a
few capers too, which is com-
mon, and not a problem, but
unnecessary. And they added
Parmesan in the form of large
slices that were hard and dry
and didn’t fit with the dish at
all. The other problem was that
there was probably only about
two ounces of beef and it was
rather salty for some reason.
It was, basically, a poorly con-
ceived and executed dish that
was certainly not worth its $18
price tag.

My entree was the Veal Mil-
anese priced at $30. Although
they may have cooked this dish
in accordance with its origi-
nal recipe, the execution was
flawed and the value for money
was nonexistent. Veal Milanese
is a slice of veal that is breaded
and fried. The breading here

was bland with little flavor but
the real problem was that the
breading was twice as thick as
the veal which seemed to be
not much thicker than the car-
paccio.

Both of these dishes say to
me that the people who own
this restaurant have little con-
cern for their customers. They
may have cared at one point
since they have hundreds of
positive reviews on TripAdvisor
from years past.

But as a diner | don’t care
what happened in the past or
why. | only care about what’s
on the plate in front of me and
what | have to pay for it and
what | received at La Piazza was
completely unacceptable at al-
most any price. While this is an
admittedly subjective opinion, it
is an honest one that’s based on
fact.

And I really can’t imagine that
many other people would have
been happy with what | was
served either.

Local ptoductions of Assassins and Oliver and more tribute bands

The oldest and most violent
means of seeking political re-
dress is that of political assas-
sination.

Assassins is structured as
an anthology. Each assassin
has his own number devote to
his own plot.

Despite its name, the show
narrators are not the assas-
sins. Instead, two fiction char-
acters serve that role.

assassins meet and interact
with each other.

They all pos-
sessed a sick desire to be fa-
mous. For instance, John Wil-
kes Booth was a terrible actor
who was famous for his failed
performances and the horrible
reviews of his shows. Now he
is infamous for shooting Abra-
ham Lincoln.  Giuseppe Zan-
gara, who tried to kill Franklin
Delano Roosevelt, desired to
be photographed so he would
be famous.

This group of madmen with
guns also all shared very twist-
ed motivations. Booth was
fiercely loyal to the Confederate
States of America and to its lost
cause of slavery. He believed
killing President Lincoln would
strike a massive blow against
the Union for the Confederacy.
Lee Harvey Oswald was a com-
munist. He killed John F. Kenne-
dy for Kennedy was a staunch
anti communist. John Hinckley
Junior who failed to kill Presi-
dent Reagan believed doing so
would make Jodie Foster fall in
love with him.

One of Charles Dickens most
famous novels is his novel OI-
iver Twist. This is the story of
a young boy named Oliver who
was born in an orphanage. As
a young man, he migrated to
London seeking his fortune.

Now Oliver! is coming to
Flagler Country. The novel is

not coming. Instead, the musi-
cal based on the novel is com-
ing to Flagler Country. It will be
performed at the Flagler Play-
house in Bunnell. and will run
from September 22nd to Octo-
ber 9th.

The musical contains two
acts.

Reflecting the master artist by Joseph Cogswell

Doreen Hardie is a local
painter with a passion and
love for reaching people.
She started painting at a young
age, working on landscape
scenes in Jamaica. She never
really received formal training;
instead, she started taking a
class with a retired professor
who would one day become
her mentor.

Over ten years, he taught her
most of what she knows and
influenced her work forever.
Hardie didn’t publicize her pas-
sion for art for a long time, go-
ing so far as to hide her pieces
from others. In an interview
with Palm Coast Magazine, she
remarked, “No one at my job at
the Jamaican Embassy in D.C.
even knew about my passion.”
Her work remained hidden un-
til she saw an ad for the First

National Black Fine Art Show in
New York.

Hardie related the story of her
first attempt at joining an art gal-
lery after taking the advice of a
friend. They told her not to bury

her talent, so she loaded up her
gallery and drove to the show
in New York. She was promptly
turned down there because they
did not allow artists to join the
art show on the spot.

Eventually, however, she en-
tered a show and was able to
display her paintings. She sold
many paintings at that show
and started her career, selling
in exhibitions in New York, Phil-
adelphia, and Washington, DC.
Her work eventually brought
her to Florida, which reminded
her of home. She’s been here
ever since.

Like her late mentor, Greek
painter Antonis Karafyl-
lakis, she considers herself
a “semi-Impressionist.” She
uses her style to paint scenes
of peace for her viewers. Her
paintings speak the message
of peace so well that she never
really has to point it out. Rou-
tinely, her viewers tell her that
her paintings seem to impart
the message of peace directly
to them. Hardie says, “l want to

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paint the peace that God paints
on peoples’ hearts.”

Her faith in God inspires most
of what she does. In a world of
confusion and chaos, she be-
lieves that the only true peace
can come from God, which is
why she paints what she does.
Hardie wants her paintings
to be the doorway that leads
others to the peace that Jesus
Christ offers. She says, “Some
people preach the Word, oth-
ers write the Word, and others
sing the Word, but God wants
me to paint the Word.”

In her eyes, God is the master
artist, and He is the one who
has guided her through every
situation. He has given her ev-
ery award, accolade, and op-
portunity. “Without Him,” she
says, “l would be nowhere!”

Her foundational scripture,
which she prints on all her
business cards, is Psalms 19:1.
It reads, “The heavens tell of
the glory of God. The skies dis-
play his marvelous craftsman-
ship.” Hardie wants to remind

everyone, “There is a God!”
She currently has a display
at the Ocean Center in Dayto-
na Beach, which will be up for
an entire year. She also want-

ed everyone to know about
the Sea Spirits Gallery in St.
Augustine, which has many of
her pieces. She says, “They’ve
been so kind to me, and | want

to show them some love.” For
those interested, you can see
more of her work at www.do-
reenhardie.com.
