Every year, Christmas cards 
flood the post office. But rarely 
do any of these cards change 
someone’s life. One year, Holly 
Albanese received a Christmas 
card from a college friend. The 
card read “Libraries seem to be 
your niche.” Perhaps this was 
the start of Flagler County Li-
brary Director Holly Albanese.

Originally from Rhode Island, 
her humble beginnings cul-
tivated a work ethic that has 
taken her far. This principle of 
“make it work” has been a con-
stant. There was little expecta-
tion of wealth and prestige in 
her future. That was not the 
life her parents knew so why 
would she expect it for herself?

Her mother was a nurse, and 
when Holly realized this was 
not her calling, she graduated 
from Rhode Island College with 

a degree in psychology. During 
her undergraduate years she 
was a student employee in 
the library. After graduation, 
Bryant University hired her for 
their circulation department.

In hindsight, a career in li-
braries seems so obvious. Holly 
had spent every day of grade 
school and high school in the 
library. She had worked in the 
campus library throughout her 
undergraduate degree. “The 
library is a constant and a sec-
ond home,” she says. “I always 
loved it, but it wasn’t until that 
Christmas card, where I was 
reminded, this was part of my 
life. To do more than what I 
was doing.”

That Christmas card came 
just in time. She had worked 
for nearly ten years in Bryant 
University’s library and want-

ed to do more. Soon after, she 
would earn Masters Degrees 
for both Public Administration 
and Library and Information 
Sciences. She then spent nearly 
six years as Library Director at 
the Hope Public Library before 
moving to Florida in 2004 to be 
closer to her parents.

After a year and a half into 
a position as a librarian for the 
Florida Metropolitan Univer-
sity in Jacksonville, a position 
opened in Palm Coast. Holly 
was accepted into the position 
on July 3, 2006. With her came 
that “make it work” mentality 
she carries with her still. 

As the county grew through 
the 2010s, the nation faced 
an economic downturn. As is 
often the case, the library was 
one of the last to receive fund-
ing. The library is viewed less as 

a necessity, and more for qual-
ity of life.

While the library was losing 
state aid, Holly ensured they 
received multiple grants and, 
in January 2008, opened a 
passport service desk. To date, 
they have earned $1.2 million 
in revenue from this service. 
This money was used to buy 
new shelving, computers, and 
renovations for the Doug Cis-
ney room to use for programs 
and meetings.

“I knew I could give more,” 
Holly says, pushing more for 
libraries to better serve and re-
spond to the needs of the com-
munity. The goal is to improve 
quality of life. With the work, 
experience, and outcomes she 
provides, the county has tasked 
her with several more projects 
beyond the library.

and eat with their loved ones,” 
Silano said of the Team Feed 
Flagler eff ort for the Thanks-
giving holiday that the GTMI 
heads up.

The GCFB (food bank) feeds 
anywhere from 4,300 to 4,400 
families per month, Silano said, 
adding that four members is 
the average family size. The 
food bank also recently start-
ed mobile operati ons out of a 
truck that brings food to 120 
homeless people.

With a budget of $130,000 
per year, the food bank moves 
approximately 3.5 million 
pounds of food to those in 
need in Flagler County. The 
food bank also receives twice 
weekly infusions of food from 
local supermarkets.

Sti ll, the bulk of its budget 
comes from the generosity 
of local givers. SIlano said he 
is grateful for the support, 
especially during the recent 
COVID-19 pandemic that 
stretched everyone’s resources 

thin.
“It is just amazing to me,” Si-

lano said. “People in this com-
munity are very much engaged 
in making sure that other peo-
ple have food on their tables 
to meet their needs. It is as if 
everyone here; everyone who 
gives can relate to the plight 
and needs of others. We just 
have a wonderful community.”

The food bank began 20 
years ago and went through 
several locati ons before land-
ing its is current, permanent 
spot at 245 Educati on Way in 
Bunnell. At its beginning, the 
bank started helping 30 fam-
ilies. About 15 years ago the 
United States Department of 
Agriculture enacted the Feed-
ing America program which 
brought more than 200 feed-
ing sites — including those at 
schools — under one umbrella.

Pertinent medicare questions answered by Debra Sephton  

As an independent health in-
surance agency, we have many cli-
ents, each with unique needs and 
circumstances. I’ve addressed the 
most common questions we’re 
asked on a day-to-day basis;    

Q: Do I need to enroll with 
Medicare if I currently have a 
Group Health Plan when I turn 
65?

A: If you are ACTIVELY WORK-
ING and have medical insurance 
coverage under a group health, 
either from your employer or 
your ACTIVELY WORKING spouse, 
you may choose to delay your 
Medicare Part B enrollment or a 
Part D drug plan at age 65. You 
would qualify for a “Special En-
rollment Period” (SEP) that will 
let you enroll for Medicare Part 
B and choose a Part D drug plan 
during:

Any month you remain cov-
ered under the group health 
plan and you, or your spouse’s 
employment continues, and/or 
the 8-month period that begins 
with the month after your group 
health plan coverage or the em-
ployment ends, whichever comes 
first.

However, if based on your or 
your spouse’s group health plan, 
are not currently employed, and 
you decide to later enroll with 
Medicare after this 8-month peri-
od, you may incur a penalty when 
you do enroll with Medicare Part 
B and or Part D.

Bottom line: if you or your 
spouse are not ACTIVELY WORK-
ING (collecting a paycheck), you 
do not have creditable coverage 
that avoids a Medicare Part B or

Part D penalty should you decide 
or need to enroll with Medicare 
Part B and Part D in the future. 
Keep in  mind that once you end 
your group health plan, you may 
not be able to get it back. There 
are many options to consider.        

Q: Is there a cost for original 
Medicare?

A: Yes, the cost of your Medi-
care Part A (hospital insurance) 

and Part B (medical insurance) 
depend on your income and the 
length of time you were em-
ployed. Part D is a drug plan that 
Medicare does not provide. Part 
D plans are offered by insurance 
companies via insurance agents.  

Q: As a broker, what do you 
charge and how are you paid?

A: As an independent agency, 
our agents never charge the cli-
ent a fee. The insurance carrier 
pays agents directly, only if and/
or when you decide to enroll with 
a secondary plan to accompany 
your original Medicare. You as a 
consumer pay the same amount 
for your plan whether you use 
an agent or not. Your local insur-
ance agent is a valuable resource 

especially when you are new to 
Medicare.

Q: When you are turning 65, 
Medicare is so confusing, why do 
they make it so difficult?

A: There are many options to 
consider when you are turning 
65 or are newly eligible for Medi-
care. Having an agent is helpful 
and supportive. Find an indepen-
dent, reputable agency/agent, 

one who offers several insurance 
companies. These agencies/
agents can compare prices and 
benefits for you based on your 
individual needs.  

Q: When may I change my sec-
ondary plan?

A: Medicare’s Annual Election 
Period (AEP) commonly known as 
Open Enrollment, is every Octo-
ber 15th through December 7th. 
This is the time you may change 
your Medicare

Advantage Plan (Part C) and 
Prescription Drug Plan (Part D) to 
another plan that may suit your 
needs more effectively. Some-
times doctors drop in and out of 
the network or your prescriptions 
have changed, and a different 

plan may save you money for the 
following year. Once a change is 
made during AEP, it will be effec-
tive January 1st of the following 
year.

Q: When should I enroll with 
original Medicare?

A: If you’re eligible at age 65, 
your Initial Enrollment Period 
(IEP) begins three months before 
your 65th birthday, includes the 

month you turn age 65, and ends 
three months after your birth-
day month. If you don’t enroll in 
Medicare Part B during your initial 
enrollment period, you have an-
other chance each year to sign up 
during the General Enrollment Pe-
riod (GEP) from January 1 through 
March 31, however, there are 
other variables pertaining to de-
laying Medicare enrollment timing 
which may incur penalties when 
you do decide to enroll.

Plumbing troubles are an 
inevitable part of homeown-
ership. From leaky faucets to 
clogged drains, these issues 
can disrupt daily routines and 
lead to costly repairs if left un-
attended. Fortunately, many 
common plumbing problems 
have straightforward solutions 
that don’t require extensive 
expertise. In this guide, we’ll 
walk you through five preva-
lent plumbing issues and pro-
vide simple steps to address 
them.

1. Dripping Faucets
A dripping faucet might 

seem like a minor annoyance, 
but it can lead to wasted wa-
ter and higher utility bills over 
time. Usually, the culprit is a 
worn-out or damaged washer 
or O-ring within the faucet. To 
fix this, follow these steps:

    • Turn off the water supply 
to the faucet.

• Pour boiling water down 
the drain to help dissolve 
grease and soap residue.

• Use a plunger to create 
a vacuum and dislodge the 
blockage.

• Try a chemical drain clean-
er (use with caution and follow 

manufacturer’s instructions).
• Remove and clean the 

drain trap if accessible.
3. Running Toilet
A constantly running toi-

let is not only irritating, but 
it can also waste a significant 
amount of water. This issue 
often arises due to a faulty 
flapper valve or an improperly 
adjusted float. Here’s how you 
can resolve it:

• Open the toilet tank and 
inspect the flapper valve. If it’s 
worn or damaged, replace it.

• Adjust the float arm or 
water level if the water level is 
too high.

• Check for any mineral de-
posits or debris in the fill valve 
and clean if necessary.

4. Low Water Pressure
Low water pressure can 

make daily tasks like shower-
ing or doing dishes frustrating. 
This issue can result from min-
eral buildup, a partially closed 
shut-off valve, or a faulty pres-
sure regulator.

In 1926, Congress passed a res-

olution making it an official annu-
al event. In 1954, U.S. President 
Dwight D. Eisenhower renamed 
Armistice Day to Veterans Day to 
honor veterans of all wars.

In 1968, Congress officially 
moved Veterans Day to the fourth 
Monday in November to begin 
three years later. Americans were 
confused. Many disagreed with the 
change. Thus in 1975, U.S. Presi-
dent Gerald Ford signed legislation 
to change the official date back to 
Nov. 11 starting in 1978.

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Gardening Tips
Solo bees, by Vivian Reed and Judy Jean

Vivian Reed is a Master 
Gardener volunteer working 
with Flagler County Master 
Gardener Coordinator, Judy 
Jean.

When you mention bees peo-
ple automatically think about 
Honey Bees and the sweet gold 
they produce. We have all seen 
bee hives, know about the Queen 
Bee, the drones, and of course 
the hula dance they do to com-
municate. Who among us have 
not been stung at least once? But 
Honey Bees do not make up the 
majority of the bee population. 
According to the The Xerces So-
ciety for Invertebrate Conserva-
tion, of the approximate 3,600 
bees in North America, almost 
90% are Solitary (Solo) Bees. 

Most people have not heard 
of Solo Bees that, as their name 
suggests, lead a solitary life, do 
not produce honey, and are not 
aggressive.  You have heard the 
saying: “It takes a village.” Well in 
the case of bees, it takes a colo-
ny. Making honey is labor inten-
sive and Solo Bees don’t have 
the manpower to make honey. 
It is the lack of having to protect 
a stash of honey that makes Solo 
Bees less aggressive and less apt 
to sting. Though Honey Bees 
pollinate flowers, Solo Bees are 
super pollinators because there 
are so many more of them. There 
are at least 300 types Solo Bees 
in Florida alone.   

Some Solo Bees are particular-
ly helpful in pollinating specific 
crops. There is the Squash Bee 
for squash and the Blueberry Dig-
ger Bee’s (Habropoda Laboriosa). 
The Digger’s high wing speed 
blows pollen onto the bees mak-
ing it easier to pollinate the blue-
berries. 

As a whole, Solo Bees are bet-
ter pollinators because they: 

• Fly faster so they pollinate 
more plants.

• Work on cloudy days – they 
are not fair weather buzzers.

• Work long hours, their day 
starts before 7am and ends late 
in the afternoon.

• Have a great attitude despite 
their long hours so you can work 
in your garden with them and 
not have fear of getting stung. 

The foraging distances be-
tween Honey Bees and Solos are 
significant. Worker Honey Bees 
travel 600 – 800 yards whereas 
Solo Bees keep closer to their 
pollinating source by flying only 
300 – 500 yards. This means 
that their nests are closer to our 
homes and we can have a fa-
vorable impact not just on their 
source of pollination but their 
nesting habitat.  

Solo Bees are often catego-
rized by type or category (Min-
er, Leaf Cutter) but Sally Scalera, 
(Urban horticulture agent and 
master gardener coordinator for 
the University of Florida’s Insti-
tute of Food and Sciences) cate-
gorizes them simply as either soil 
or wood dwellers. “… approxi-
mately 70% nest in the ground 
by digging a tunnel in bare or 
semi-bare, well-draining soil. 
Soil-dwelling bees include bum-
ble, digger, sweat and squash 
bees.” 

As with Honey Bees where the 
focus is on the Queen Bee, it is 
also a woman’s world with Solo 
Bees. After mating, the female 
Solo builds her nest with no as-
sistance. Whether the nest is 
built under the soil or in wood, 
the nests are similar in that they 
are tubular and have chambers. 
Nests made underground can 
be identified by mounds of dirt 
with an entrance hole. Though 
they are solitary in nature and 
have their own chamber, it is 
not unusual for Solo Bees to live 
“condo” style with several bee 
chambers next to each other. 
They may even share the same 

entrance and branch out to indi-
vidual chambers. 

The female may lay anywhere 
from one to twenty eggs, de-
pending on the species. With 
some bees the males are laid 
up front so if the nest is com-
promised, the males will be 
sacrificed and hopefully the 
females located in the back of 

the chamber will survive. Each 
chamber is provisioned with pol-
len and nectar so that once the 
egg hatches, which may be close 
to a year later, it has enough to 
eat while it develops from a larva 
to a pupa. Emerging males wait 
around until females emerge so 
they can mate. Because male So-
los are homeless, they can often 
be found sleeping within flowers 
during the evening. Males die 
within weeks of mating.

Habitat destruction has nega-
tively affected our pollinators so 
it is important that we provide 
an environment where they can 
pollinate and procreate. There 
are many kits for wood dwelling 
bees that you can buy and in-
structions on how to build your 
own.  Most kits have multi-sized 
holes to accommodate different 
types of Solo Bees. It is recom-
mended that the tubes are re-
placed every other year so that 
pathogens don’t grow in them. 
But what about the soil dwell-

ers? Of course there are no rolls 
of lawn pre-drilled with holes but 
we can make our gardens more 
hospitable for them. We can 
provide space in our yard for our 
mining bees; it is not that diffi-
cult and doesn’t involve building 
anything. Using Florida Friendly 
Landscaping guidelines is a great 
start. Providing sunny bare spots 

or areas that are sparsely vege-
tated will provide areas for min-
ing bees. This doesn’t mean that 
you can’t mulch but devote some 
areas for them or don’t mulch 
over an area where you see their 
tunnels. Their tunnels may be 
anywhere from a few inches to 
three feet deep. In 2016 a study 
was made at UC Santa Cruz as 
part of a larger study and they 
found a negative correlation be-
tween the area of a garden with 
mulch cover and the number of 
bee species.  

A plus for us who live in Flagler 
County is that our sandy soil 
is very suitable for these bees. 
Mining bees can also be found in 
lawns and they will resemble ant 
hills. In looking at the pictures of 
mining bee nests I think that I 
have mistaken them for ant nests 
and may have had them destroye  
d. When my exterminator comes 
again, I am going to make sure 
that I look for these miner bee 
nests and educate them also.

a blue ribbon for from the UF/
IFAS Extension office.

On the opposite side there are 
yellow and pink hibiscus, Texas 
sage, variegated canna lilies, and 
yellow lantana.

They have a beautiful enor-
mous backyard with various gar-
dens and plants. They created a 
small pond which is surrounded 
by pink lantana, dwarf trumpet 
vine, coast buckwheat, black-
eyed Susan, rubber plant, pen-
cil cactus, shrimp plant, a huge 
bleeding heart vine, and a yellow 
lantana tree.

They have staghorn ferns, a 
large hanging spider plant, and 
a table full of various propagated 
plants. They have a unique dou-
ble barrel hanging planter that 
has various succulents.

They also grow datil peppers, 
lemons, limes, basil, and a fig 
tree. Donna is crafty and paints 
rocks to label her plants through-
out her beds.

Susan 
Hanssen is the latest local art-
ist to join the Palm Coast com-
munity.

Susan is an award-winning 
painter who established her-
self in South Florida for her 
unique and exciting work. She 
was a signature member of 
the National Watercolor Soci-
ety, the American Watercolor 
Society, and the Florida Water-
color Society. Susan has twice 
won medals at prestigious 
American Watercolor Exhibi-
tions in New York.

Originally from Buffalo, NY, 
she went to Syracuse Uni-
versity to study fine arts. She 

worked for 28 years in adver-
tising, ranging from New York 
City to Denver, and Dallas. All 
that time, she never lost her 
interest in the arts. One day, 
she decided she needed a 
change. In 1998, she quit her 
job and moved to Ft. Lauder-
dale with her husband. The 
pair of them lived on a sailboat 
docked there for 23 years.

While in Ft. Lauderdale, she 
spent 12 years teaching at 
the Boca Raton Museum Art 
School. She would then start 
her own studio and teach pri-
vately. Enjoying illustration 
and eclectic pieces, watercol-
or became her preferred me-
dium.

Susan gives special cre-
dence to her mentor, Dianne 
Manse. She encouraged Susan 
to explore stories through her 

paintings. “I make paintings 
that are thoughtful, that make 
people stop and wonder,” Su-
san says.

And this has become Su-
san’s philosophy in painting 
ever since. It is not enough to 
just paint a picture for people 
to enjoy. They are designed to 
be conversation starters. Each 
one is part of a greater series. 
One series she started with fo-
cused on sheep, which had her 
community referring to her 
as the Sheep Lady. The Coral 
Springs Museum hosted an 
exhibit to display these pieces.

Susan’s more recent se-
ries is centered on a charac-
ter named Prudence. She is 
a young girl living an idyllic 
childhood, oblivious to—what 
Susan describes as—the char-
acter of life looming behind 
her. A piece titled “A Fateful 
Choice” shows Prudence hold-
ing a magic wand in one hand 
and a bull’s tail in the other. 
“She trusts in magic, still,” Su-
san says.

Admittedly, Prudence is 
semi-autobiographical. Susan 
is not the exception to the 
regular struggles artists ex-
perience. There is always the 
financial blow of leaving an 
office job to pursue the arts. 
Teaching classes helps fund 
her painting, this passion that 
keeps her brain active.

Every so often, though, she 
finds those high points that 
make it all worth it. The exhib-
its, the shows, all the places 
that host her paintings. One 
can only imagine the feeling 
of seeing this passion hang-
ing up and admired by others. 
The pieces are meant to be to 
spark conversation. She can 
walk past the onlookers and 
hear their creativity coming 
alive from her work.

Susan moved to Palm Coast 
a year ago. For a similar rea-
son I have heard many peo-
ple claim when moving here: 
Just wanting a change. And 
she has already hit the ground 
running. During this past Sep-
tember, her art was displayed 
in Expressions Art Gallery on 
Colbert Street with fellow art-
ist Sheryl Fletcher Coon.

Sitting with Susan and lis-
tening to her talk about art, 
there is no doubt her mind is 
a creative labyrinth of ideas 
waiting to come out. She loves 
to discuss all creative topics, 
a constant student of art, be 
it old masters or new trends. 
Though she is new to the area, 
once upon a time we all were, 
and I hope the community 
welcomes her and her vision.

QR Code Use Rapidly 
Growing in Popularity 

You’ve undoubtedly seen QR 
codes all over the place in your 
everyday life and you maybe a 
regular user of them. If you are, 
you may not need to read this 
article. If you’re not that famil-
iar with them and aren’t sure of 
what they do, then please read 
on. 

In either case, QR codes are 
here to stay and are gaining in 
popularity and usage. We have 
been using them in this mag-
azine for over a year 
now and they have 
been steadily produc-
ing more and more 
scans each issue. In 
the last 90 days, for 
example, the number 
of scans made from 
QR codes in our pages 
has gone up 174% in the last 90 
days.

How do you scan a QR code? 
Now you can simply point most 
phones at a code such as the 
one at right and the phone will 
display a URL. When you touch 
that URL you are taken to a web 

page. When I first started using 
QR codes I downloaded a QR 
code reader from the Google 
Play Store. iPhone users that 
have an iPhone 11 or later can 
automatically scan codes with-
out a QR reader. My current 
Samsung phone, an A13, also 
automatically scans QR codes 
so I don’t have to use the QR 
reader software that I down-
loaded for free over a year ago. 
So if your phone doesn’t scan 

codes automatically 
just download one of 
the free apps and you’ll 
be all set. 

If you want to see if 
your phone can scan 
codes then try scanning 
the code on this page. 
If it works you’ll be tak-

en to our web page where you 
can download any of our back 
issues. And if you have any 
questions for any reason just 
do a Google search and you’ll 
find lots of information to help 
you. In the meantime, please 
keep reading... and scanning.
